INSURANCE

Description of insurance cover

4.1.1 The type of Insurance “Third party liability” (covering automobile racings)
is obligatory. It is at the expense of the participant and guarantees him/her the
covering of all damages inflicted on third persons up to EUR 100,000.

Risk insurance (Traffic insurance) is compulsory for all cars taking part in the rally.
This insurance is valid both on road sections and special stages. If competitors,
with Bulgarian registered cars, are insured against material damage it will not
be valid during the competition. The Bulgarian Traffic Damage Act covers for
personal injury and property damage.

Cars insured by foreign companies must have traffic insurance valid for Bulgaria.
Confirmation shall be in the form of an International Motor Insurance Card (green
card). This card is obtainable in the competitors’ home country. For cars coming
without a green card, insurance must be taken at the Bulgarian border.

4.1.2In case of accident, the competitor or his representative will have to declare
it in writing and at the latest within two days. In case a breakdown service is
used in a special stage or on a road section, the expenses are at the cost of
competitor.

If a driver participating in a rally is implicated in a accident during which a member
of the public is hurt, the driver concerned must notify it at the next radio point
specified in the Road Book and displayed on the itinerary by a board bearing
the symbol of the radio point. If he fails to observe this rule, the Stewards may
impose on the crew responsible a penalty, which may go as far as exclusion
(see FIA Appendix IV/2.5)

4.1.3 The service vehicle, even those bearing special plates issued by the
Organiser, may never be considered as official participants in the Rally. They are
therefore not covered by the insurance policy of the Event and remain the sole
responsibility of their owner.

- Atthe start of each leg, the four tyres mounted on the car and the possible
spare tyre will be marked using a special ink, the same colour for all
competitors.

- For the sole purpose of assisting with the tyre marking procedure, and only
for the period of time during which the car is in that zone, one member of
the team of each crew may have access to this zone.

FEATURES OF THE RALLY

Start of the Rally

A Start Park Ferme will be organised before the starting ramp. Itis compulsory
for all competing cars to be summoned in the Start Park Ferme /front of Rila hotel/
open from 17.00 to 18.00 on Friday 07 July.

Any car reporting outside these time limits will be penalised 100 BGL. Vehicles
will be able to be presented by a person chosen by the competitor. Crew must
enter this Park Ferme 10 minutes before their start time.

The starting order of the Leg 1 is established as follows:

11.2.3 Super rally system

11.2.3.1 Any crew which has retired from Leg 1 may re-start the Rally from the
start of Leg 2. However, the crew will be penalized with a 5-minute penalty added
to the fastest time of the driver’s priority group or, for unseeded drivers, to the
fastest time obtained in their class for each missed Stage which shall include
the Special Stage on which the crew has retired. Should retirement occur after
the last Special Stage, the crew will nonetheless be deemed to have missed that
last Special Stage.

11.2.3.2 Any crew which has retired from last Leg will be classified after the
application of a 5-minute time penalty added to the fastest time of the driver’s
priority group or for unseeded drivers, to the fastest time obtained in their class,
for each missed stage which shall include the Special Stage on which the crew
has retired (See Art. 3.5.1).

However, in order to be classified, their car must be conducted to the finish Parc
Ferme before the publication of the provisional final classification.

11.2.3.3 A crew which fails to finish a Leg may take the start of the following Leg.
If the crew does not wish to take the new start, it must inform the organisers in
writing, as soon as possible and before the Stewards’ meeting preceding the
new start, that they wish to withdraw from the Rally.

11.2.3.4 Those crew wishing to take a new start must report to scrutineering with
their car one hour before the Time Control for the start of the following Leg.
