INSURANCE

Description of insurance cover

4.1.1 The entry fees include the insurance premium, which guarantees the
competitors cover for personal injuries up to 100, 000 EUR for civil liability
towards third parties. The insurance cover will come into effect from the start and
will cease at the end of the rally or at the moment of retirement, disqualification
or exclusion.

Risk insurance (Traffic insurance) is compulsory for all cars taking partin the rally.
This insurance is valid both on road sections and special stages. If competitors,
with Bulgarian registered cars, are insured against material damage it will not
be valid during the competition. The Bulgarian Traffic Damage Act covers for
personal injury and property damage.

Cars insured by foreign companies must have traffic insurance valid for Bulgaria.
Confirmation shall be in the form of an International Motor Insurance Card (green
card). This card is obtainable in the competitors’ home country. For cars coming
without a green card, insurance must be taken at the Bulgarian border.

4.1.2 2 In case of accident, the competitor or his representative will have to
declare itin writing and at the latest within two days. In case a breakdown service
is used in a special stage or on a road section, the expenses are at the cost of
competitor.

If a driver participating in a rally is implicated in a accident during which a member
of the public is hurt, the driver concerned must notify it at the next radio point
specified in the Road Book and displayed on the itinerary by a board bearing
the symbol of the radio point. If he fails to observe this rule, the Stewards may
impose on the crew responsible a penalty, which may go as far as exclusion
(see FIA Appendix IV/2.5)

4.1.3 The service vehicle, even those bearing special plates issued by the
Organizer, may never be considered as official participants in the Rally. They
are therefore not covered by the insurance policy of the Event and remain the
sole responsibility of their owner.

Studded tyres are not permitted.

Tyres marking
The marking of the tyres is obligatory for all the competitors. Concerning the
regulations on tyres, the following points must be noted:

The tyres will be marked throughout the Rally in accordance with the
instruction given by the FIA.

At the start of each leg, the four tyres mounted on the car and the possible
spare tyre will be marked using a special ink, the same color for all
competitors.

Atthe exit from each Service Park, the same marking operation will be carried
out using a different color

Tyres which have not been used on the previous special stages or which,
even if they have already been used, are nevertheless in conformity with the
regulations, may be marked again. A tyre marked zone reserved exclusively
for this purpose shall be established at the exit from the refueling zone, and
its entrance and exit shall be denoted by the tyre marking sign.

For the sole purpose of assisting with the tyre marking procedure, and only
for the period of time during which the car is in that zone, one member of
the team of each crew may have access to this zone.

Tyres control

At any time during the event, controls may be carried out to check the

conformity of the tyres.

Any tyre which is not in conformity will be marked with a special stamp and

must not be used.

The entrant must advise the Organisers of the intention to have
the car re-scrutineered prior to the start of the Steward’s meeting at the end of
the 1 Leg which the car has failed to finish.
11.2.3.4 The car must retain its original body shell and engine block as marked
at pre-event scrutineering.
11.2.3.5 Prior to restarting a Leg, the car must pass inspection by the
scrutineers.
11.2.3.6 The second leg will restart in the order of the partial unofficial classification
published at the end of the preceding leg Championship registered drivers
starting first as a group.
11.2.3.7 The Stewards may reposition any drivers who wish to start under
the Super Rally format and, upon the proposal of the Organisers or their own
discretion, any other driver.
11.2.3.8 Points

a) The points as given in Article 14.3 will apply for the overall classification



for the Championship for Drivers and Co-drivers. Any entrant who
re-starts under the Super Rally rules will not be classified in the final
overall classification.

b) For each leg, bonus points will be awarded in the relevant
Championship based on the results of each leg, at the rate of 3, 2,
and 1 for 1st, 2nd and 3rd respectively, within each of the above.

¢) To be eligible for leg bonus points, the car must remain in the end-
of-rally Parc Ferme until the publication of the final official results.

11.3 Starting system of Special Stages

At the start of each SS there is the following equipment:
- Photocell
- “Stop” marker
— Display for time, connected with lighting elements
— Printer
They work as following:

The display shows the current real time /hh.mm.ss./, but the last 10 seconds
of the minute i.e 10 seconds before the start, the display shows the remaining
seconds to the start 10, 9, 8 .... and the starting time /hh.mm.00/.

The tenth second and the last 5 seconds are synchronized with blinking red
light elements.

The “Stop” marker is on the starting line, 40 cm after it, is located the
photocell.

The photocell is connected with the display and a printer, where the eventual
jump start time is recorded.

The false start is accordingly recorded at the printer.

Early check-in at the end of the Leg
Crew are authorized to check-in early without incurring a penalty at TC 7C (end
of Leg 1) and TC 13C (end of Leg 2)
